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SAFE SPACE STICKER GUIDELINES FOR USE
With school-based administrative approval, Safe Space stickers are intended to be placed outside a door or window of middle school and high school classrooms to identify an educator as a safe, non-judgmental adult that youth can talk with when dealing with LGBT (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and/or Transgender) concerns or issues.  
Suggestions for providing support & ways to keep your campus safe for LGBT youth:

· Keep language safe:  Do not tolerate or allow name-calling or words such as “homo,” “queer,” “gay,” or “fag” to be used (this is bullying behavior).
· Do not allow the use of the phrase “That’s so gay!”
· Keep LGBT student information safe:  If a student confides in you about personal issues, keep this information confidential unless he/she gives you permission to share or unless he/she discloses something that involves hurting him/herself or someone else, incidents of abuse, or anything against the law or against the rules of the school.  Please let the youth know that any information he/she shares with you of this nature will need to be reported immediately to your SRO, administrator and/or SAFE Coordinator.   
· Keep your campus safe from bullying or harassment:  If you learn of incidents involving bullying or harassment, please report this to your SAFE Coordinator, administrator or SRO immediately.
